The Jack Kent Cooke Foundation, is a private independent 
foundation which was established in 2000 by the estate of the 
Philanthropist and businessman Jack Kent Cooke to help young 
people of exceptional promise reach their full potential through 
education.  The foundation is currently accepting nominees from all 2-
year accredited institutions in the United States.  Each college may 
nominate 2 students for a transfer scholarship based on scholarship 
and need. 

 
 

 
In April, the Jack Kent Cooke Foundation will award 50 $30,000 
scholarships for use at transfer institutions.  The minimum 
requirements for this scholarship are; 
 
• You must be a sophomore or recent graduate.  Current students 

must be enrolled at the two-year institution at the time of 
nomination and have sophomore status by December 31, 2009.  
Recent alumni must have graduated within the last five years 
(Spring 2004) 

 
• You must plan to pursue a baccalaureate degree full-time at an 

accredited institution starting in fall 2010. 
 
• You must have a cumulative GPA of 3.5 or better on a 4. 0 scale.  

The cumulative GPA must include ALL college-level courses. 
 
• You must have unmet financial need.
