APPLICATION GUIDELINES 

FACULTY/STAFF INNOVATION AND STUDENT SUCCESS AWARDS

The Faculty/Staff Innovation Awards were set up by the Foundation for Mott Community College as a way to enhance the teaching and learning environment at MCC.  Each year, the Foundation provides funding to support up to five projects at a maximum of $1,000 per project.  According to Foundation guidelines, any faculty or staff member, full-or part–time, is eligible to apply.  You may work with a colleague(s) and use a team approach to addressing an issue.  

Projects that do not require additional college resources beyond the proposal for implementation will be given preference.

APPLICATION PROCESS:

· Applications must be submitted by March 1, 2012  
· A committee comprised of faculty and staff will review proposals.  Projects can be underway, works in progress, something you wish to do, or something you have completed in the last year.
· A short written report as to the project’s status must be submitted to the Executive Dean of Professional Development and Experiential Learning by June 15, 2012.   A final written report must be submitted no later than August 15, 2012 for transmittal to the Foundation summarizing the activity and its effect upon the teaching/learning environment at MCC.
· As part of the grant, the Committee will ask those awarded stipends to share the results of their project at a faculty/staff meeting during the next year.
PROPOSALS MAY INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO THE FOLLOWING: 

· Projects that bring creative ideas to the classroom; e.g., increased student involvement, new teaching/learning strategies, adult learning theory, alternative deliveries of instruction 
· Projects that promote state of the art instruction through technology
· Developmental education projects, such as cooperative learning activities, academic coaching, intervention or peer support 
· Staff development projects conducted by faculty or staff for colleagues in their areas of expertise 
· Mentoring projects for part-time faculty and/or staff, mentoring projects for students
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
